CONCEPT

TO CREATE A NEIGHBOURHOOD AS PART OF
STONEHAVEN WHICH CONTRIBUTES TO THE TOWN
IN TERMS OF A NEW COMMUNITY, RETAIL
FACILITIES, HOUSING AND EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITIES.

TO CREATE A COMMUNITY WITH A DISTINCT
IDENTITY OF IT'S OWN BASED ON THE URBAN
FORMS AND ARCHITECTURAL CHARACTER OF THE
LOCALITY.

1 ViLLAGE ceNTRE
THE CENTRE FORMS THE HEART OF THE NEW
COMMUNITY AND IS LOCATED AT THE JUNCTION OF
THE MAIN ACCESS ROUTES FROM STONEHAVEN,
THE A90 AND SURROUNDING ROAD AND FOOTPATH
NETWORK.
IT CONTAINS A MIX OF USES, PROVIDING A
PRIMARY SCHOOL, COMMUNITY FACILITIES AND
SHOPPING FACILITIES INCLUDING A SUPERMARKET.
THE CENTRE FORMS THE HUB OF THE COMMUNITY,
CREATING A NATURAL GATHERING PLACE. THE
DESIGN REFLECTS THE URBAN FORM OF A
TRADITIONAL SCOTTISH VILLAGE SQUARE DEFINED
BY CLOSE KNITTED BUILDINGS AND SURROUNDING
PUBLIC OPEN AREAS.
THE CENTRE IS CONNECTED BY A NETWORK OF
STREETS AND FOOTPATHS LINKING THE HOUSING
AREAS, OPEN SPACES AND THE WIDER ROAD
NETWORK BEYOND THE SITE.

2 OPEN GREEN SPACE
EXISTING LANDSCAPE FEATURES SUCH AS THE
SHELTER BELTS ARE EXTENDED INTO THE SITE TO
INTEGRATE THE DEVELOPMENT WITH THE
COUNTRYSIDE AND PROVIDE SCREENING TO THE
NEW BUILDINGS.
SIGNIFICANT SWATHES OF PARKLAND CROSS THE
SITE, PRESERVING VIEWS FROM TOUCKS
COTTAGES AND CREATING GREEN SPACE
THROUGH THE HEART OF THE DEVELOPMENT.
AREAS FOR FORMAL PLAY AND SPORTS INCLUDING
A NEW PITCH FOR THE RUGBY CLUB ARE
PROVIDED.

3 MIXED USES
PROVISION HAS BEEN MADE FOR AN 21 ACRE
BUSINESS PARK WITH DIRECT ACCESS TO THE A90;
A 60,000SQ.FT FOOD RETAIL UNIT IN THE VILLAGE
CENTRE AS WELL AS SMALLER RETAIL AND
SERVICE UNITS AS PART OF THE VILLAGE CENTRE.

4 SCHOOL & COMMUNITY FACILITIES
SITES FOR A NEW COMMUNITY SCHOOL AND
PLAYING FIELDS LINKED TO THE VILLAGE CENTRE,
A HEALTH CENTRE AND SERVICE UNITS HAVE BEEN
PROVIDED.

5 STREETS
A STRONG STREET PATTERN RADIATING FROM THE
VILLAGE SQUARE IS PROPOSED. STREETS NEAR
THE CENTRE WILL BE ENCLOSED WITH BUILDINGS
ON THE FOOTPATH CREATING PEDESTRIAN
DOMINATED SPACES.
SPREADING OUT FROM THE SQUARE THE STREETS
BECOME WIDER WITH MORE GARDENS AND OPEN
SPACE.
HOUSING AT THE EDGE OF THE SITE WILL CONSIST
OF DETACHED DWELLINGS SET IN LARGE GARDENS
AND SURROUNDED BY TREE BELTS FORMING A
TRANSITION FROM THE CLEAR URBAN TO RURAL
CHARACTER.

6 patHs
AN EXTENSIVE NETWORK OF PATHS AND
CYCLEWAYS WILL BE PROVIDED WITHIN THE SITE
AND CONNECTING TO THE WIDER ROAD AND
FOOTPATH NETWORK

7 HOUSING
A WIDE RANGE OF HOUSING TYPES AND TENURES
WILL BE PROVIDED INCLUDING A SUBSTANTIAL
PROPORTION OF AFFORDABLE DWELLINGS.

8 PUBLIC TRANSPORT
CONSIDERATION IS BEING GIVEN TO AN
INTEGRATED TRANSPORT SYSTEM INCLUDING THE
PROVISION OF PARK AND RIDE FACILITIES AND THE
EXTENSION OF THE LOCAL BUS SERVICES. STRONG
LINKS WITH THE RAILWAY STATION FOR
PEDESTRIANS AND CYCLISTS ARE ALSO

PROPOSED.
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
